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Visual art categories include:  Painting, Watercolor, Sculpture, Monochromatic Drawing, Colored Drawing, Graphics, Pottery, Pastels, Black and White Photography, Colored Photography, Fine Art Mixed Media, Applied Art Mixed Media, Ceramics, Woodburning, Wood Carving, Woodworking, Jewelry, Mosaic, Collage, Fiber Arts, Leather, Beadwork, Metalwork, Glasswork, Knit/Crochet, Scrollsaw/fretwork, Model kits, Digital Art, Needlework, Knotting, Military Combat Experience, Veterans Day Poster and Special Recognition.
